RE:
Policies, Procedures and Sportsmanship

Welcome to the Fall 2010 season for MOSSL. Sportsmanship and fair play continue to be a very high priority for the MOSSL Executive Committee and the Board of Directors.  The Mid-Ohio Select Soccer League board’s objective is to enforce the rules within the league.  These rules have been created purely with the players in mind and to help promote the betterment of the game.  As a part of these rules, there are penalties for players, coaches, and teams that receive red cards or accumulate a substantial number of yellow and red cards combined. 

You, our league coaches, must take the initial step to support this effort and maintain a high standard of sportsmanship in the league.  In your team meetings, discuss this as part of the long-term goals for your organization.  Set goals within your organization for you, your assistants, and your parents to display conduct that supports the positive aspects of the game.  We still have far too many incidents of inappropriate behavior by parents and coaches. We have had red cards issued to coaches due to parental misconduct. 

Coaches are role models and in that position they have a great deal of influence on the attitude and actions of their players and parents.  If you have an unruly player, it may very well be that he/she is learning his/her demeanor from you.  Head coaches are responsible for the actions of the parents, players, and assistant coaches of their teams.  Coaches have been and will continue to be suspended for serious lack of sportsmanship from anyone associated with their team.

Remember, it’s the children’s game; let them play the game and have fun.  The fun can be quickly removed for everyone by un-sportsmanlike behavior by coaches and parents.

RED CARD DISMISSALS

The issuing of red card dismissals is not a matter to be taken lightly.  If a player or coach receives a red card, that player or coach will be suspended from the next scheduled game.  If there is a second red card issued to the individual during the same season, a multi-game suspension will result. 

The one game suspension for a red card may not be appealed.

Any team that receives four red cards or a total of eight cards (red and yellow combined) may have the head coach suspended for:

· one game

· the balance of the current season

· the total of the following season
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If a red card is issued, the referees are instructed to forward the players/coaches pass to the MOSSL office with a written incident report
If due do to extenuating circumstances, the referee fails to take player/coach pass upon issuance of a red card dismissal, the individual must still sit out the next game that is played by the player’s or coach’s team. For the purposes of sitting out a game due to a red card in a previous game, forfeited games do not constitute a game; it must be a game played.  
The passes will be available for you to pick up at the MOSSL office but  PLEASE CALL FIRST !!!    

TRANSFERS

MOSSL considers players carded to a team bound to that team for both fall and spring seasons. Players are considered to be rostered to a team when the player's USYSA player registration form is completed and submitted by their parent or legal guardian.  

POSTING OF GAME RESULTS

MOSSL will continue to use the Internet to post results of league games at the WWW.MOSSL.ORG  website.  Each team will be provided with a unique password to access your team’s individual section of the website.  All teams are expected to post their game results within 48 hours of the conclusion of each game. 

ADDITIONAL POINTS OF INTEREST

· Only properly carded players or coaches may participate in a MOSSL league game or tournament game.

· MOSSL bylaw 2.11, allows for the use of Club Guest Players during league games.    

· MOSSL has a webpage that will allow its member leagues to post information regarding the status of their fields whether they are open or closed for games.  Go to the MOSSL website, WWW.MOSSL.ORG and the Field tab of the left side of the home page. 

· Your team will play between 4 and 6 home games, depending upon age group and field availability.  It is your responsibility to confirm those games and any changes with the visiting team and the referees assigned to the game.  Failure to do so may result in forfeiture of the game and a liability for your team to pay the officials.  If weather or other conditions beyond the control of the coaches force cancellation of a game and the officials arrive at the field prior to the scheduled start time, the officials should be paid their regular fees.

Enclosed in your coach’s packet are many colored sheets of paper with important information for the Fall 2010 season. 
· The bright orange sheet of paper has new or modified bylaws for the Fall 2010 season.  
· The lavender sheet of paper with the username and password to view the master schedule, locate coach and team contact phone numbers, and referee phone numbers. 
· The bright lemon yellow sheet of paper has your team number, team short name, and team password to enter team scores. 
· The light blue sheet of paper shows you how to complete a game card and the complete 2.11 bylaw. 
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· The bright pink sheet of paper has travel and tournament guest player information. 
· The light green sheet of paper has helpful hints concerning your team’s responsibility as the home or the away team for game day. 
· The bright green sheet of paper has the MOSSL tournament information for seeding of the teams. 
· The bright blue sheet of paper has the MOSSL Tournament rules.
