Executive Committee Reports:

 

Secretary’s Report presented by Linda Ferris: 

Motion to adopt minutes from the July 12, 2009 Board of Directors meeting as presented with one correction Grove Port was not in attendance at the July 12th 2009 meeting. Tri-Village /Riverside moved and seconded to adopt as presented with correction. Motion passed by voice vote without dissent. 

 

Treasurer’s Report presented by Mark Irwin:

 

A) Mark reviewed the Income vs. Expenses for 2009 found in the handout. This was a review not a budget proposal. No vote was taken. 

 

B) Mark reviewed the proposed budget for 2010 found in the handout. No major expenses are anticipated for the upcoming 2010 year. Motion to adopt the 2010 budget as presented.  Reynoldsburg/WASA moved/seconded to adopt the MOSSL 2010 budget as presented. Motion passed by voice vote without dissent. 

 

C) Mark reviewed the actual Income vs. Expenses for the 2009 Field Fund found in the handout. This was a review and not a budget proposal.  No vote was taken. 

 

D) Mark presented the 2010 budget for the Field Fund found in the handout. It was noted on line item park improvements there was a substantial decrease in spending for 2010, this along with the increase on line item equipments purchases will be discussed later in the meeting. Motion to adopt the proposed Field Fund budget 2010 as presented. Worthington/WASA moved/and seconded to adopt the Field Fund budget for 2010. Motion passed by voice vote without dissent. 

 
Vice-President-Conduct Report presented by Bill Slade:

A)   Bill conducted a review of red and yellow card report showed no significant changes in the number of cards given.
B)   The Grievance Committee held 6 hearings during the year, which were appealed to the Ohio South Appeals Committee. Four of the decisions were upheld and two were rejected. The appeals that were overturned appeals were because a failure for witnesses to appear Bill reported there is nothing wrong with our rules.  Bill reported we are not using more referees because of our online system. 

 

 

Vice-Present-Competition Report presented by John Starr:

 

A)   The numbers of teams that participated in the Fall 2009 MOSSL tournaments were down. 

B)   The 2.11 rule is still being used extensively. John reviewed the 2.11 rule RE: using no more than 4 players in a U-13 or older game. 
 

Registrar’s Report presented by Mike Sabol:

 

It was reported there are 468 teams registered for the fall 2009 season. The number of girl’s teams was up but the number of boy’s teams was down. 

 
Vice-President –Administration and Planning presented by Jim Cline:

 

A)   Jim Cline reported that there is a possibility of leasing a 182 acres parcel of land.  (This was shown as Option # 1 in the handout). The parcel is located on State Route 161, partially in Franklin County and partially in Madison County. The landowner would be responsible for all under ground maintenance. MOSSL would be responsible for all above ground maintenance. The land is ready for development and a traffic survey was done and approved. Construction could start this spring but would not ready for play until 2012. This would be a lease agreement for 20 years it is a prime location and it would be in MOSSL best interest to continue discussions with the landowner. 

B)   Possible lease of 84 acres option 2 in the handout. Jim Cline informed the membership this parcel is located east of Delaware. This parcel has been discussed in the past. This is a 15-year lease with MOSSL taking on the a portion of the development cost and a majority of the maintenance costs. The development of fields is a small part of a major project that would include a new interchange along with commercial development. 

 

The membership was informed that the line item was less for 2010 with an increase later for the development of the complex and the purchase of needed goals and nets that would be moved and used at the new complex. There was lengthy discussion from the floor. 

 

Jim Cline asked for a motion to continue discussion on both projects and give authority to field committee to enter into letters of intent subject to Board of Directors.  WASA /Pickerington moved/and seconded the motion. Motion passed by voice vote with one opposed. 

 

 

President’s Report presented by Jim Sturm:

 

A)   OSYSA board meeting was held on January 9th 2010 with elections of officers. It was announced Jim Martella Director of Ohio South would be retiring at the end of 2010. A nationwide search is being conducted for his successor. 
B)   OSYSA Director of Coaching Gordon Henderson was hired in August 2009 and is in attendance at tonight meeting. 
C)   The 2010 State Cup will be a two tier system with, Tier one as State Cup and Tier 2 as the President’s Cup. Both will be a one loss and out format. 
D)   Coaches roundtable was held on December 12, 2009 with around 20 coaches in attendance. The primary topic of discussion was possible changes to Tryouts rules. 

E)   Tryout Magazine will again be offered during the coming spring. 

F)    Reviewed calendar of events two new tournaments were introduced for the spring. The Early Bird with proceeds going to the Kids League & GNAJ a U9&U10 tournament only. 

 

Old business: 
Motion to take from the table discussion about possible changes in tryout dates. 

Reynoldsburg/ROSA moved/and seconded. 

 

After much discussion from the floor Dublin made a motion to table the tryout discussion. Hearing no second discussion continued. Discussion included but not limited to a suggested mailer with a survey sent to all coaches. 
A motion by Reynoldsburg/WASA moved/and seconded to modify the current rule of the day of notification for this year only to Sunday 2pm for all ages. Motion passed by voice vote without dissent. 

New Business:
A) Jim Sturm ask for a motion to adopt possible changes in bylaw 9.0 recruiting regarding teams and/or clubs holding “Open Field nights” ”Open House” “Camps” “ Information Sessions” immediately before tryouts. 

WASA/Groveport moved/and seconded. There was much discussion from the floor. After modifications to Section D option 2 to include “for parents or legal guardians”. And section H to delete Open House and Information Session a voice vote was taken. The motion failed by voice vote. No changes to bylaw 9.0

 

B) Jim Sturm asked for a motion to grant a one season exception to allow U-8 academy teams to play in the U-9 MOSSL division. Canal Winchester/WASA moved/and seconded the motion. Motion passed by voice vote with 3 opposed. 

 

C) Jim Sturm asked for a motion of the removal of the Goalden Soccer Association from the membership due to non-participation during the last four years. WASA/TVSA moved/and seconded. Motion passed by voice vote without dissent.
