Executive Committee Reports:

Secretary’s Report presented by Linda Ferris: 

Motion to accept the minutes from the January 29, 2006 Board of Directors meeting as presented WASA/NCSL moved/seconded. Motion passed by voice vote without dissent

Treasurer’s Report presented by Mark Irwin: 

Mark reviewed the Income vs. expenses for the first six months of the 2006-year. The report is misleading because of referee payouts. Mark asked to see him after the meeting with questions.

Vice President of Conduct Report presented by Bill Slade:

Bill reported unlike last season the number of hearings was up.  The grievance committee held 5 hearing with the last one just being settled.  Bill asked that you see him after the meeting with questions.

Vice President of Competition Report presented by Monica Merkel:

Monica reported the following items:
•
386 teams played in the Spring 2006 league tournament but 39 teams in the U-14 division did not play in the league tournament 

•
There were a large number of reschedules

•
A reminder that referees assigned to games are to be used, if you have a complaint about a referee send an email do not take it upon yourself to cancel the referee and replace him/her.  

· The question from the floor with regards to family members doing siblings games will be addressed in the re-certification classes.

Registrar’s report presented by Mike Sabol:

There are 354 teams declared as of today. The 2.11 rule is being widely being used and in most cases it is being used as it was intended but it is also been misused. Several of the Grievance Committee hearings following the Spring 2006 were as a direct result of the 2.11 rule being misused.  This year there will be a separate handout in the coaches’ packet explaining the 2.11 rule and how it is to be used. If you have any questions with regards to rule 2.11, call the MOSSL office. 

Vice President of Administration & Planning presented by Jim Cline:

It was reported this year at the youth convention that the IRS is coming down hard on leagues not reporting income paid to referees.  There were two leagues that were hit with substantial fines.  MOSSL is looking at tracking moneys paid to referees at our tournaments. Referees making six hundred dollars or more by MOSSL will receive IRF Form 1099.  MOSSL will not track league played games referees are being paid by the member league and not MOSSL directly. 
In light of the information gathered at the convention, it is strongly recommended that member leagues’ review how their leagues are tracking the pay out of referees. 

President’s report presented by Jim Sturm, who reported the following items:

•
There was some little interest in forming a U-8 non- competitive league playing 4 or 5 Sundays at Spindler.

•
MOSSL is looking for new office space.  We are missing revenue by not having a larger meeting room. There have also been some safety concerns. We are looking in the same general area.

MOSSL is looking at increasing referees fees for the 07/08 seasons. After attending the youth convention we learned our referees are being paid a little under the national average.  Some states are paying as much as $60.00 for a center. 

NEW BUSINESS

Item A)   Motion to amend bylaw 2.5 to reduce the minimum roster size for U-9 SSG

NCSL/WASA moved/seconded to accept amended 2.5 as written. Motion passed by voice vote without dissent. 

2.5  For all teams, U-17 and older, the maximum number of players on a team’s roster shall be 22 and the minimum number of players shall be 13.  For all teams, U-11 through U-16, the maximum number of players on a team’s roster shall be 18 and the minimum number of players shall be 13.  For U-9 and U-10 teams, the maximum number of players on a team’s roster shall be 14 and the minimum number of players shall be 10.   For U-9 teams participating in a 6 v 6 small sided games format, the maximum number of players shall be 12 and the minimum number shall be 8.
Item B)   Motion to amend bylaw 2.11.4 to clarify Club Guest Player rule for tournaments.  Delaware/Riverside moved/seconded to accept amended 2.11.4 as written.

Motion passed by voice vote with one opposed.

2.11.4  This section is not applicable while teams are participating in the M.O.S.S.L. end of the season tournaments, unless the team that the player is originally rostered to, is not participating in that season’s MOSSL tournament.  All other provisions of this section 2.11, including the requirement that the player and the team that the player would play for during the tournament are part of the same league and/or club, shall apply.  No player may participate with more than one team during the entire tournament, including all age divisions. No player may play in more than 2 scheduled games in a single day.
NOTE:  The MOSSL end of season tournament is considered one event, spanning two or three weekends, and as such a player whose team played in the MOSSL tournament may NOT participate with any other team playing in the tournament, regardless of the weekend the teams involved played during the tournament.   

Item C)   Add bylaw 2.11.7 to allow Club Guest Players to participate in Buckeye/MOSSL Premier Soccer League.  WASA/Pataskala moved/seconded to add bylaw 2.11.7 as written.  Discussion from the floor.  Motion passed by voice vote without dissent. 

2.11.7  Players on teams participating in MOSSL that are members of a club that also has teams participating in a statewide premier league, (The statewide premier league must consist of at least 20 teams from each of Ohio South Districts 1, 2, and 3.) may participate with other teams from their club that participate in the league games of that statewide premier league under the Club Guest Player rules. The club guest player rules of the statewide premier league must be determined by the MOSSL Executive Committee to be substantially similar to MOSSL’s Club Guest Player rules and the statewide premier league’s rules must permit such Club Guest Player usage from another league such as MOSSL.      

Players from the statewide premier league may NOT participate in MOSSL league or tournament games under the Club Guest Players rules unless the team the player is rostered to participates in both the statewide premier league and in MOSSL.     

Item D)   Motion to amend bylaws 3.3 and 3.8 regarding U-15 high school players

NCA/Newark moved/seconded to accept amended 3.3 and 3.8 as written. 

Discussion from the floor. Motion passed by voice vote without dissent. 

3.3   Players may not simultaneously play on a MOSSL team if they are also currently playing on a high school or middle school team whose team is organized under the rules of the Ohio High School Athletic Association.  

If a player plays for a high school or middle school, as defined above, and subsequently ceases to play for a high school or middle school team, then the player may participate on a MOSSL team during the Fall season.   

3.8  A maximum of four (4) U-15 players may be rostered on a team while participating in the Fall season of MOSSL league play.

Item E)   Motion to amend bylaw 7.1 to permit use of Club A.R. for U-9 SSG games.

NCSL/New Albany moved/seconded to accept amended 7.1 as written. Discussion from the floor.   Motion passed by voice vote without dissent

Item F)   Motion to add bylaw 7.1.1 to establish special rules for SSG games.  NCA/New Albany moved/seconded to add bylaw 7.1.1 as written. Discussion from the floor not to play with the off side rules. A show of hand vote was taken to remove section A from bylaw 7.1.1 as written. After striking paragraph A from the proposed amendment to  bylaw 7.1.1 motion passed by voice vote with 2 opposed.


7.1.1 The following special rules shall apply only in U-9 games  played in a 6 v 6 format. 

a) The standard offside rule shall not be applicable in U-9 SSG games.  

b) Games may be officiated with a single center referee and 2 club assistant referees.  In such games, the center referee, as provided in Section 7.5.1, shall be paid an additional $5.00. 

Item G)   Motion to amend bylaw 7.2 and 7.4 to increase penalties for forfeited games.

NCSL/Hilliard moved/seconded to amend bylaw 7.2 and 7.4 as written. Motion passed by voice vote without dissent.

7.2  Scoring:  For the purpose of scoring in league and  tournament play, points shall be awarded as follows:  a win = 3 points;  a tie  = 1 point;  a loss = 0 points;  a forfeit = -3 points.

7.2.1  A game shall be considered as a forfeit for a team when; 

 

b) the team fails to report to the designated field within 15 minutes (after)  the schedule kickoff time with the following minimum number of players:

· If playing in an 11 v 11 format, the minimum number of players is 7.

· If playing in an 8 v 8 format, the minimum number of players is 6.

· If playing in a 6 v 6 format, the minimum number of players is 5.
7.4  Standings will be determined on the basis of game cards received and the results from the online score recording system, using the points system as outlined in Section 7.2.  If at the end of the season, there is a tie in the point standings, the results of head to head competition will determine the champion. If the teams remain tied, the teams will be declared co-champions.  No team that has been assessed a forfeit loss may be declared champion or co-champion of their respective division.  

Item H)    Motion to add bylaw 7.6, 7.7.1 and 7.7.2 to clarify reasons for rescheduling games. Reynoldsburg/Riverside to add bylaw 7.7.1 and 7.7.2 as written. Discussion from the floor.  Motion Newark/New Albany moved/seconded to table motion to amend bylaws 7.6,   7.7.1 and 7.7.2.  Motion to table fails by voice vote. 

Motion to amend or add bylaw 7.6, 7.7.1 and 7.7.2 passed by voice vote with one opposed. 

7.6  The away team coach shall be responsible for contacting the home team coach at least 72 hours prior to the game to confirm the date, time, and place of the scheduled game.

7.7  If  a game cannot be played due to a scheduling conflict, (See Section 7.7.1 below), the coach of the team that can not play the game as scheduled must notify the opposing team’s coach a minimum of 72  hours prior to the scheduled game. Failure to provide the required notification and a resultant confirmation may result in forfeiture of the game.  The home team coach must notify all of the referees of the cancellation.

7.7.1 For the purpose of bylaw 7.7, the definition of “scheduling conflict” shall not mean one or more of the following reasons:

a) The unavailability of a certain coach for a particular game.

b) The unavailability of players, where the number of players that are available for the game meets or exceed the standard number of players on the field for a game, (6 players for a 6 v 6 contest, 8 players for a 8 v 8 contest, 11 players for a 11 v 11 contest).   

c) Attendance at any tournament where the team applied to the tournament more than 30 days prior to the scheduled league game.  Coaches should take advantage of the pre-season opportunity to block out known tournament dates, as well as other known conflicts, and to reschedule games as needed during the pre-season scheduling process.  

7.7.2  The reasons listed in bylaw 7.7.1 are  NOT  sufficient reasons to request the re-scheduling of a league game.  

ITEM I )    Motion to add 7.20 to require referees officiating MOSSL games to follow 

MOSSL’S bylaws.  Reynoldsburg/WASA moved/seconded to add bylaw 7.20 as written

Motion passed by voice vote without dissent. 

7.20  All referees, by accepting assignments to officiate MOSSL league and tournament games, agree to abide by all MOSSL league bylaws.  This requirement includes but is not limited to those bylaws in reference to the use of bylaw 2.11 players, substitutions, number of players on the field, ball size, etc. 

ITEM J)   Motion to amend bylaw 8.1.1 to clarify bylaw for holding tryouts for teams 

regardless of where the team will be playing.  WASA/Grove City moved/seconded to

amend bylaw 8.1.1 as written.  Discussion from the floor. Motion to amend amended bylaw 8.1.1 to include the words gender and age division. NCSL/WASA moved/seconded. Motion passed by voice vote. Motion to accept bylaw 8.1.1 with changes passed by voice vote without dissent.

8.1.1  If any member league or team holds a tryout for any youth soccer team, regardless of the intended USSF affiliation for that team, prior to the time established in Section 8.1, or otherwise violates the provisions of Sections 8.0 and/or 9.0  that member league or team will be prohibited, for a period of one year, from sponsoring or declaring any team in the gender and age division(s) for which the tryout was held.

ITEM K)   Motion to add bylaw 9.3.1 to clarify what may be done during the June open 

recruiting period for U-15 and older players. WASA/Delaware moved/seconded to accept bylaw 9.3.1 as written passed by voice vote without dissent.

9.3 The administrative bylaws relating to recruiting applies to all players in M.O.S.S.L. except for players who will be participating on a U-15 or older team during the coming seasonal year and provided that the recruiting of a U-15 or older player only takes place during the month of June.   

9.3.1 The exemption from these recruiting rules contained in Section 9.0, as provided in bylaw 9.3, only permits coaches and their representatives to contact players who will be U-15 or older in the coming seasonal year during the month of June.   All of the other bylaws governing the holding of tryouts, including the dates that tryouts can be held and the timing of when offers to join a team can be made, as well all of the other bylaws prohibiting recruiting in other circumstances remain applicable.    

ITEM L)   Admission of Golden Soccer League as a member league of MOSSL. A representative from the Golden Soccer League informed the membership they have applied to Ohio South and will have a recreational league in place for the fall season.  They will be playing at Tuttle Fields off of Lane Avenue.  They will not have teams ready for the fall season but will declare U-15, U-16 &U-17 boys teams in the Spring. Motion to accept the admission of the Golden Soccer League as member of MOSSL Lancaster/Union County moved/seconded motion passed by voice vote without dissent. 

ITEM M )   Removal of Teays Valley as a member of MOSSL for non-payment of fees 

since Spring 2004 and non- participation in MOSSL for 2 years. WASA/Canal Winchester moved/seconded motion passed by voice vote without dissent.  

ITEM’S N-Q )   Motion to allow the following teams to play in the MOSSL Fall Season 

· The admission of Marietta StormU-13 boys 

· The admission of the West Virginia U-11 boys 

· The admission of the Marietta Flames U-10 boys 

· The admission of the Marietta Blaze U-14/15 girls 

Delaware/Dubin moved/seconded motion passed by voice vote without dissent.

Jim Sturm reviewed the tentative league schedule.
Jim Sturm also reported that MOSSL is still in need of locations for the end of the season tournament.  Pickerington will host the younger boys, Spindler will be used, Grove City, NCA, and Reynoldsburg have also offered to host. 

SEEDING OF BOYS TEAM FOR THE FALL 2006 SEASON

Seeding conducted by Mark Irwin

Motion to allow Dublin Juventes U-12 to play up in the U-13 division. Dublin/ Grove City moved/seconded. Discussion from the floor included but not limited to allowing Juventes to move to the U-13 classic division in the Spring if they were league champs. A show of hand vote was taken motion failed with one for.

Motion to accept the seeding for the boys fall 2006 season WASA/NCSL

moved/seconded. Motion passed by voice vote without dissent.

SEEDING OF GIRLS TEAMS FOR THE FALL 2006 SEASON

Seeding conducted by Jim Cline. 

Motion for the 2006/07 seasons to allow a maximum of 8 U-9 players on a U-10 team for the 2006/2007 seasonal year only.  WASA/NCSL moved/seconded. Motion passed by voice vote without dissent. 

Motion to allow U-12 OP Green to play up in the U-13 division. WASA/Olentangy moved/seconded motion passed by voice vote without dissent. 

Motion to accept the seeding for the Fall 2006 MOSSL with changes as discussed.  Groveport/Union County moved/seconded.  Motion passed by voice vote without dissent.
ADJOURMENT

Motion to adjourn NCSL/WASA.  Motion passed by acclamation.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50 PM.
